Do You Want to Vote in the Next Election?
The law has changed! If you want to vote, you will have to show a current photo ID.
Follow the steps before election day to ensure your voter eligibility.

If you answered YES and
are already registered to vote
at your current location, you are
good to go. Remember to take
your ID to the polls.

If you answered YES but have

never registered to vote at your

current location or have moved

since the last time you voted,
go to the next step.

Do you have a current government issued photo ID: Wisconsin Driver’s License OR
U.S. Military ID OR US Passport OR Certificate of Naturalization OR Tribal ID?

It is okay if it is expired, if the expiration date is after

the last general election.

If you answered NO, go to the
next step to learn how to obtain a
State Photo ID.

Do you have a certified copy
of your birth certificate?

If you have proof of your identity and
have never registered to vote
in Wisconsin or have moved
since the last time you voted,
you must have lived at your new
address for at least 28 days.

You can now register to vote on
election day or in advance by visiting
your municipal clerk’s office OR by
mailing an application to your
municipal elections clerk.

If you answered YES, take it
along with two of the following:
A check book, a savings account
book, a major credit card, a health
insurance card, a recent dated
signed lease, a utility bill, a
traffic ticket or an employer
issued photo ID to a Department
of Motor Vehicles Office.
